Using some of the expressions in Psalm 124, write a brief Psalm
about your difficult time. (You can share or not.)

4. In Psalm 127, the psalmist talks about “building a house.” Is he talking about
constructing a place to live? Why or why not?

What are some of the things that the Lord does as He builds a house?

5. Read the short psalm 131. What does it mean?

What wisdom for living can we take from it?
